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REPORT FROM LAY MEMBER TO ANNUAL CONFERENCE   
  

In lieu of making an oral presentation to the congregation, which I did last year and which ran grossly and 

inexcusably overtime, please accept the following as my Lay Member Report to Annual Conference.   

 

Love from your brother in Christ, Dave Petty 

 

Thursday, June 10: 

 

Laity orientation began at 11 am, with Herman Lightsey (UMM Columbia District President, Ashland 

UMC) doing an outstanding job.  Most of our UMM know Herman.  At 2 pm, Bishop Mary Virginia Taylor 

convened the conference, led the service, and delivered a sermon on ―When Was It?‖  In her sermon, she 

compared our Smoky Mountains with Smoky Mountain in the Philippines, where she had visited on a  

mission trip.  This mountain was made from trash, with an entire village surrounding it and on it.   

 

Conspicuously absent from the start of the conference was our District Superintendent, Rev. Tim  

McClendon, who is the parliamentarian.  Our prayers continue to be with him, his family, and especially  

his daughter Narcie, who had just had surgery for a mass on her brain.   

 

The business session started at 3 pm, with the passing of (1) a resolution for the request of a review of  

government policies that affect vulnerable children and (2) a resolution regarding sexual activity among 

teens.  There were then a number of financial reports (if you’re interested, I can review them with you),  

followed by the licensing of local pastors and Ken Nelson’s report of the Board of Ordained Ministry. 

 

The evening worship service was led by Ms. Cheryl Tolbert, an inspirational lady with a beautiful voice, 

jazz/classical piano background, and quite a Christian witness.  She and her dad barely dodged Hurricane 

Katrina in Baton Rouge, then moved to Kentucky to live next to her sister.   

 

Friday, June 11: 

 

The 8:30 am morning prayer opened with a stirring testimony by Jim Winkler, General Secretary of the 

General Board of Church and Society.   

 

The business session started with a report of the Board of Pension and Health Benefits by Rev. David  

Anderson, with the conference voting to support all 3 reports submitted (again, available if desired).  The 

most heated debate was in connection with the Retiree Health Liability Funding Plan, which involved a 

plan for bridging the gap between plan assets and plan liabilities (a deficit of $35 million).  Someone quoted 

Jesus in Luke 14:28:  ―He who builds a tower must first consider the cost‖, which is pretty good advice any 

time.  There were 3 options available, with option #1 supported:  ―The eligibility would be changed for  

retirees effective January 1, 2015.  Current retirees and retirees retiring prior to January 1, 2015, would not 

be changed, but those actives who are age 65 by the effective date of this change and who retire on or after 

the effective date of this change would not be eligible for the Medicare Supplemental or other health care 

coverage under the Conference plan.‖  Rev. Davis and I felt that this option would be a disincentive for 

those considering the call, and voted against it. 

 

The evening worship service was led by Rev. Lowell McNany of Concord, NC, who has had an amazing 

career in both youth ministry and as a senior pastor.  His primary message was ―Show me a church without 

a vibrant youth program, and I’ll show you a dying church.‖  My primary take-away for Rehoboth was his 

point that Paul insisted that he had to become all things to all people – depending on the venue, the culture, 

and the background of those being ministered to. 

 

Saturday, June 12: 

 

Dr. Chris Griffin of Abbeville led the 8:30 am morning prayer with stories of his mission trip to Haiti, 

which started out smoothly but was challenged by the recent earthquake.  He saw God in action as he never 

had before, and had a tremendous testimony. 

 

CONGRATULATIONS  to Tommy Jones, who was awarded on Saturday morning his Para-Professional 

Certification through Columbia College’s eChristianEd.com program.  This is quite an honor, taking 4 

years to complete, and we’re very proud of him!  Rev. Tom Kinard, whose father once served at Rehoboth, 

was the presenter for awards and recognitions. 
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Rev. Ron Pettit, who served at Rehoboth prior to Rev. Joe Tysinger, was recognized along his wife at the 

retirement ceremony for 39 pastors.  Janice and I weren’t here when they were, but we’ve gotten to know 

them recently because I work at M. B. Kahn with his son Chris.  Ron shared a cute story with us about 

when he was about to leave Rehoboth.  He was talking with a Ms. Summers, who said when she just found 

out he was being transferred:  ―Pastor, hate to see you leave – we could’ve done worse.‖ 

 

Rev. Debra Quilling Smith was one of the two conference music directors, and did a great job. 

 

Ran into Rev. Deborah Armstrong, who said she’ll be ordained next year.  Mark’s doing well with his  

accounting business. 

 

The Memorial Service Saturday afternoon, with the lighting of candles, was solemn yet uplifting.  If anyone 

would like to see the list of saints (ministers/spouses), please contact me.  Bishop Bob Spain (85 years old) 

conducted the Ordination Service Saturday evening, giving the new ministers 5 church-related things to  

remember: 

 

 Remember that you were chosen for this work by your Creator God. 

Love the people in your charge.  Be with them in times of victory and times of defeat.  Accept them 

where they are. 

Proclaim the gospel in unspeakable clarity.  Remember that the majority of communication isn’t 

verbal.  Be infected with Jesus.  Be contagious. 

Be excited about what you’re doing.  Your calling should have ―RUSH‖ stamped all over it. 

Honor and validate the church.  Many opportunities = many responsibilities. 

 

During the business session, it was reported that only 5 of the 32 amendments to the church’s constitution 

passed by the 2008 General Conference have been ratified by the annual conferences.  Voters from the  

central conferences in Africa were the strongest opponents to the proposed changes.  In the US, the pro-

posed changes were most strongly supported in the Western Jurisdiction and soundly defeated in the  

Southeastern Jurisdiction. 

 

Sunday, June 13: 

 

 We started Sunday morning with a testimony from Rev. Josh McClendon of Rock Hill, followed by holy 

communion.  One of the great things about Annual Conference is that we celebrate communion every day! 

 

 The business session ran overtime, and well into the afternoon.  There’s a new editor for The Advocate, 

Marilyn Murphy, and she appears to have a perfect resume for the job.  The 2011 conference budget,  

recommended at $17.4 million with a 2.8% increase, passed after several exhortations for a budget decrease 

because of the state of the economy and local church struggles.  Because of increased audits, the new office 

of Comptroller has been budgeted. 

 

 Next Annual Conference in 2011 will be June 8 (Wednesday) through June 12 (Sunday).  The extra day 

will be because of the election of delegates to the General Conference. 

BUILDING COMMITTEE  
 

The building Committee would like to update you on what they have been doing. 

 

We have met several times and have assigned tasks for committee members to work on. The committee is 

excited about and fully supports the ―Faith Moves Mountains‖ program. 

 

Over the next 30 days we hope to visit some more facilities we feel have the capabilities to meet  

Rehoboth’s needs. We hope to establish several floor plans for the new building. Our plan is to have this 

completed by the end of July. 

 

In August we hope to hold some congregational meetings to show the possible floor plans the committee 

has selected. We hope to talk with architects and contractors. We will also be watching the progress of the 

―Faith Moves Mountains‖ program. 

 

We plan to continue giving you updates as further developments occur.

We concluded with a benediction from Rev. Jim and a prayer circle around Archie Knox, a 

young man ―hoping‖ to return home before we come back on the second Tuesday in July (July 13) for our 

annual cookout.

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FOOD PANTRY & PRODUCE GIVEAWAY  
 

June has been a challenging month for a couple of reasons. First Bill Rose had the unpleasant task of  

telling us I had over spent our ―budget‖ in May. Hoping there was a mistake, I reviewed my bookkeeping 

and found I’m a very bad bookkeeper. It’s an humbling experience to find out how poorly I managed our 

resources. 

 

We have a new bookkeeper, Ken Wood, and a better system of tracking our spending/donations. This  

includes a monthly check with Bill to ensure accuracy. 

 

Because of the money we were awarded through a Harvest Hope collection program, we had a credit  

balance with the. This enabled us to continue to obtain food for the pantry and keep it open. 

 

The other challenge has been a limited choice of food at Harvest Hope. Fortunately, produce has been  

plentiful and our clients are getting more fresh fruits and vegetables (free items from HH); therefore, we 

were able to reduce the amount of food we have to pay an administrative fee ($.18/lb.). 

 

We have a wish list: a walk-in cooler for our new building. This would more effectively utilize the free  

produce at HH. When investigating the cooler, we found a 3-door commercial cooler that would fit in our 

existing space for $1,100. Also the dealer will take it back on trade on a walk-in cooler. We’ll see if that’s 

in God’s plan for us. 

 

We are so blessed with all the people who support the food pantry. In the midst of their sadness, the  

Waldron family requested donations to the food pantry in memory of Shirley. We thank them and pray  

they find peace and acceptance for their loss. 

 

We served 309 people in May with 1,022 family members. 

 

A final note: today (6/22) our debt (over spent budget) is paid, and we are once again on financial track. 

 

We were really worried we wouldn’t have much produce for our giveaway in June (usually we have  

something set aside, but not this time). God provided once again—Harvest Hope had some ―last minute‖ 

deliveries. We gave out cabbage or cucumbers, turnips, peaches, spring salad mix or spinach, 1# lunch meat 

or turkey bacon, hard boiled eggs, and 2 packages of English muffins. The approximate value was $21.54. 

 

The faithful crew helping on Saturday was Barbara Herndon, Kami Baldyga, Ken & Pat Wood, Gabby 

Windham, and a new member, Glenda Spadetti. 

 

We served 51 people in the first 15 minutes with a total of 120 for the day—a record for the PGA.
